One of the aims of the office and worship staff is to help provide a clear and straightforward worship experience. It has been the practice of this congregation to have a “hymn sing” Sunday on every 5th (with 5 Sundays in the month)

The regular BSLC Council meeting was held May 21st. Highlights of the meeting are:

· Pastor and Ellen Brown thanked all who helped with Holy Week and Easter services

· Sunday Bible Class will finish Proverbs this month and will study Acts next 

· Treasurer reported April balance was positive with $4300 more in income than spent

· The Line of Credit loan ($3067.64) will be paid off with funds from the LCEF savings account. The money normally used for that monthly payment will be used to pay additional health insurance (dental/vision) premium for Pastor and remainder will be returned to savings 

· Campus Rejuvenation Fund balance is $80,787.33

· $7500 has been paid to 3 community projects selected by Campus Rejuvenation Fund committee

· 50% of cost of painting and carpet replacement has been paid

· $765 was collected from the congregation for the Camp ALOMA grill. Excess funds will go toward purchasing a cover for the grill. Remaining funds will be used for their remodeling projects.

· Christian Education is planning a vacation Bible school event

· Elders have scheduled Fish Fry for Oct. 19th

· Elders are making plans to provide security training for ushers and helpers during worship services.

· Stewardship continues to make caps and welcomes anyone who wishes to help. 

· Trustees reported 106 volunteer hours this month. If you do anything to serve the congregation in maintaining the property or supporting its projects, please contact Don Schinke and enter your hours on the clipboard in the Trustees closet

· Fellowship hall will be off limits beginning June 3rd because pews and other furniture will be stored there while carpeting is installed.

· Music Director Ellen Brown stated regular choral season will end on May 26th. Special music will be arranged for the summer months.  If you would like to contribute your talents, please contact Ellen.

· 20 women from 4 churches attending the LWML meeting on May 18th. Deb Bergman and Ellen Brown led the program prepared by Deb, A Journey of Faith and Joy in Word and Song.

Tools: Christians and Social Media’

Dear Friends in Christ Jesus,

This is a tremendously significant study. It is of the quality that we have come to expect from the LCMS Commission on Theology and Church Relations (CTCR).

Social media has changed our world. It has changed the world’s perception of Christ and the Church. It has changed Christians’ attitudes and capacities regarding community, communication, preaching, truth, authority and much more.

Among its many thought-provoking insights, this study asks if perhaps the drastic decline in church membership over the past two decades is not in some large measure due to the rise of social media. (A recent study found that from 1938 to 1998, church membership in the U.S. fell only 2 percent. In the past 20 years, however, it has fallen 20 percent.) This document will find broad use in the LCMS and beyond.

God help us all to make the best and most thoughtful use of the media available, in light of the clear Word of God.
