February 18, 2020

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE FEBRUARY 2020 COUNCIL MEETING

The Council meeting was held February 18th, 2020. Highlights of the meeting are:

· Winner of the chili contest was Gene Southwick. Plaque will be updated

· Elders reported $220 raised from the chili cookoff

· Treasurer reported a negative balance of $6600 at end of January; income down $5000

· January expenses were 109% of budget due to Website payment, olive ball removal and payment of 4th quarter 2019 taxes

· Campus Rejuvenation Fund balance is $48,537

· Debbie is communicating with Tempe High contacts to determine if homeless student support is District wide or just Tempe High

· Workman’s compensation bill of $960 due April 1st

· Finance reviewed a 7-year analysis of income and expenses. Income has been going up overall and expenses have been more variable. For the 7-year period the overall net difference has been a positive $402.

· General and dedicated funds are in one checking account. If General Fund is negative, the Dedicated funds are actually covering the negative balance. To restore the Dedicated funds, withdrawals must be made from our savings account.

· The concern is that we have had several members transfer out. A new pastor may be more expensive than Pastor Misch due to experience, additional education, health care. 

· Stewardship gave 22 pairs of shoes to Holdeman. Underwear, Chapstick and head lice shampoo also given to the school

· Pastor Spallek met with Elders and reported his activities at ASU and visits to shut ins

· Trustees reported 38 hours donated by members on tasks around Beautiful Savior.

· Olive balls removed, trees trimmed, golf cart batteries purchased.

· Music Director Ellen will be at both midweek Ash Wednesday and Lenten services. Her goals are to present through Lent, Holy Week and Easter, a series of inspiring and beautiful pieces intended to lead worshipers to a sense of Peace and deeper meaning in their relationships with Christ and His Kingdom on earth. This music will include members of our adult choir, The Beautiful Savior Singers, our instrumentalists Debby & Doug Bergman, and pianist Glenn Brown, and various other talented individuals in solos, duets, small ensembles

· Women in Mission met Feb. 15th. They will be preparing Easter baskets and Resurrection Egg cartons for Sharon Owens and the International Students at ASU. 

· Positive Thinking Committee (PTC) participated in chili cookoff event.

· PTC will host pancake supper on Shrove Tuesday from 4:30 PM to 6 PM. Help is always welcome.

· PTC will serve a corned beef and cabbage meal in March.

· PTC will host a hot dog cookout for departing winter visitors. Don Schumm to show Grand Canyon river trip slides.

What Lent is Really All About?
As I converse with people, believers and non-believers alike, most who I talk with have heard the word “Lent”. They know it as the name for the season Christians of the liturgical tradition observe every year around this time. But less understood, even among those who observe this season, is what Lent is really all about? If it’s merely a time to be sorrowful and saddened over the suffering one man had to endure many years ago, then indeed it could be regarded as morose and distasteful. This, unfortunately, is the view of some. For my devotion this month I’d like to give you some thoughts on that matter, and maybe clear up some misperceptions.

Lent is a very special time of the year to consider who we are in God’s eyes, and what He has done for us in his Son, Jesus Christ. It’s a time to pause and reflect on our rebirth into God’s family and the ongoing renewal of our lives in Christ. Certainly, it is a time for reflection and meditation on the Cross of Calvary, but that is always to be done in anxious anticipation of the joyous celebration of the resurrection on Easter Sunday. The proof that the sacrifice of our Lord and Savior completed the reconciliation between God and man, and ended the separation that sin had caused.

Lent as such is a special time for repentance. The action of God’s Spirit that leads us to face who we are as imperfect, sinful human beings, and then brings us the precious Good News of God’s love in Christ, bursting through our sadness with the message that our lives weren’t meant to forever remain in slavery to the evil one. That we have been redeemed and bought back from that fate.

Lent is also the perfect time for renewal. It is a time when that cleansing power of the cross also shows us what we can become through the gracious power and indwelling of the Spirit, and then guides us along that path. And that “becoming” is what this Lenten season points to. For the forgiven, restored, and “being renewed” Christian has important work to do. We have been freed by God’s Grace through Christ to serve him by serving our neighbor in all his needs. May our Lord richly bless you and your families during the coming weeks as we lift our hearts and minds to our Savior and His victory over sin, death, and the devil.
